Contents
The course contains period readings and authorships of Danish literature beginning with the middle of the 19th Century and focus on the Modern Break Through continuing with selected periods to contemporary literature according to the Danish Literature Canon and the Danish Cultural Canon.
Type of instruction
The course is given partly over the internet - PingPong system - partly through lectures and seminars at the learning centers. Furthermore the students will be required to take part in the discussions over the PingPong and deliver one longer written assignment.
The teaching is conducted in English.
Prerequisites
Basic qualifications for university studies or the equivalent, at least 1 year of successful university studies and documented proficiency in the English language (or the equivalent)
Examination and grades
The course is graded Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction (VG).
The examination will be carried out continuously throughout the course and by grading of the writ​ten assignment followed by a presentation in a group discussion.
